
CLC news... Calls: Pastor Michael Wilke, Gethsemane Lutheran Church, Saginaw, 

MI, has been called to Immanuel Lutheran Church, Winter Haven, FL. Finances: March offerings were 
$73,610 (incl $6.600 special) versus disbursements of $113,845, a negative monthly cash flow of $40,235, 
increasing the General Fund to its largest indebtedness, ï $174,614.  YTD offerings are $193,000 short of 
estimated budget needs, while YTD disbursements are $19,000 below estimated expenses for the 9 
months of the fiscal year. The Coordinating Council and the CLC boards meet for their Spring meeting 
April 25-27 and the increasing General Fund deficit may require some serious cuts to their FY23 budget 
proposals for June Convention consideration. ILHS Visitors' Day: Immanuel Lutheran High School in 
Eau Claire, WI will host an in-person High School Visitors Day on Friday, April 29, 2022 for students 
grades 7 and up.
